Abiding Love: A Lenten Journey

As the journey of Lent unfolds, we walk closer to the events of Holy Week,
which was called “The Great Week” in the fourth century. It is the week,
which brings into focus the steadfast love of God and the solidarity of the
ways of Jesus. It moves from shouts of joy on Palm Sunday, to the cries of
despair on Good Friday, to the silence of Holy Saturday, and to the surprise of
Easter morning.

When we heard that Jesus would be born and his name would be
“Emmanuel,” or “God is with us,” we did not anticipate how the events of Ho-
ly Week would reveal the depths of his name’s meaning.

We will worship on Palm Sunday, both in-person and over livestream, con-
nected by our “Hosannas.” We will have a gathering on Maundy Thursday on
Zoom, celebrating the bread and cup as widely as we can. On Good Friday,
we will worship in the sanctuary and virtually, facing the darkness together,
which precedes the Light of the World on Easter.

We are grateful for the events of Holy Week, as they usher us again into
God’s steadfast love. We are also thankful for each step we take, transitioning
from being apart to gathering again! We will remain cautious, as we give
thanks for sharing this journey with one another!
